If you hold a Louisiana Type B or Level 2 teaching certificate, and have at least three
years of teaching experience in your area of certification, then you might qualify for the
Educational Leadership program. There are two different paths you may choose to take
to obtain certification as an educational leader.

If you want to earn a Master’s in Education, you may apply as a degree-seeking student.
If you already have a Master’s degree you may apply as a non-degree seeking student
under the Alternate Pathway 1 to earn an add-on certificate. Either way, as part of
completing your coursework at ULM you will be required to earn a passing score on the
School Leader Licensure Assessment (SLLA).

Notice to Students seeking a Masters Degree in Educational Leadership:
Must take the Graduate Record Examination (GRE) and earn a minimum
combined score of 284 (verbal + quantitative), and have a minimum
undergraduate GPA of 2.5 (on a 4.0 scale), to be considered for regular

admission.

Apply to the Graduate School
Apply to the Graduate School at www.ulm.edu/gradschool. Your application packet to

the Graduate School will include an application, application fee, and official university
transcripts of all undergraduate and graduate work. If you are applying for the Master’s

Degree program you will also need to submit your GRE scores to the Graduate School.

Apply to the Educational Leadership Program
1. Complete the Educational Leadership Program Application (attached).
2. Request that a Recommendation Form (attached) from a minimum of three (3)
individuals who know your relevant work and/or educational experiences be sent

by them directly to the Educational Leadership Admissions Committee.

What Happens Next
1. Once all your materials have been submitted correctly you will receive a letter of
acceptance or denial from the Graduate School. If accepted, you will receive
further notification of the assignment of your major professor.
2. Contact your major professor by email to discuss your enrollment plans.

Together you will develop a plan of study.

Once you have a plan of study you can register for classes.

Contact your major professor for advising at least once per semester.

File a formal degree plan with your major professor BEFORE COMPLETION OF 12
CREDIT HOURS.

Receive by mail, notice of approval of degree plan from the Graduate School.
Verify that the LiveText Signature Activity for each class, excluding EDLE 5055
and EDLE 5060, have been submitted and scored.

The semester before graduation, apply for graduation with the Graduate School.

Have submitted a passing score on the SLLA Exam to the state department for

certification.
If you are earning a Master’s degree, apply for commencement to the Graduate

School the semester before you finish, and order a graduation cap and gown.
