Austin State University,
will present a talkDating
Old Bottles: Fort Miro
Site Artifacts.

The basics of dating old
bottles will be presented
using examples from the
Fort Miro site. A handout
will also contain a list of
references and websites
related to dating and iden-
tifying bottles. Visitors
are encouraged to bring
bottles that they wish to
have dated. Archaeologi-
cal interpretation of bot-
tles will be discussed.

An exhibit of Fort Miro
history and artifacts is
also on display during
October, Archaeology
Month. Fort Miro was
completed in 1791 after
Jean Baptiste Filhiol re-
ceived a commission to
establish a post in the
northwestern part of the
Louisiana colony.

The exhibit shows a
sketch of Fort Miro based
on the plan provided in a
letter by Filhiol. The dis-
play also shows the loca-
tion of Fort Miro accord-
ing to John Humble based
on property records;
scenes from the 1973-74
Louisiana Archaeological
Society excavation in-
cluding the beam trench,
spikes, the cistern, maps
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of locations and artifact
findings; and the Fort
Miro site today.

Artifacts on display in-
clude ceramics, pottery,
stone, iron and bone. Of
particular interest are the
horse and mule shoes and
the spikes and nails.
