She was named the 2005 Southland 

Conference Coach of the Year after 

leading the team to a regular season 
Southland conference co-championship.  

Prior to ULM, she was an outstanding high 

school coach at West Monroe High 
School.  

 

 

 
 
Coach Ok is the associate head coach for 

the women’s basketball team.  She has 

been at ULM since 1982, then as a player 
and now as a coach.  She is one of the 

most accomplished basketball players in 

history.  Ok is a three time All-American 
for the Lady Indians, leading her team to 

the NCAA Final Four in the 1984-1985 

season.  Also, she is in the ULM, SLC, and 
Louisiana Hall of Fame, and was most 

recently named the Southland Conference 

Player of the Decade for the 1980’s.    
 

 

 

Coach Guillaume is going into her 7th year as 
an assistant coach.  She is no stranger to the 

Warhawks.  Coach Guillaume played as a 

Lady Indian from 2002-2005.  She was a 
starter for ULM in 2004-2005 at guard. 

Guillaume was the team’s top 3-point shooter 

and third leading scorer at 8.7 points per 
game as ULM won the Southland Conference 

regular season title.  

Coach Ferguson is going into his 2nd year 
as an assistant coach. In 2011-12, he was 

an assistant coach at Hutchinson 

Community College in Hutchinson, Kan. 
where the Blue Dragons went 36-1, the 

only blemish coming in the National 

Championship game. From 2007 until 
2011, Ferguson compiled a 76-48 record 

as a head coach at Brown Mackie College 

in Salina, Kan. and Barton Community 
College in Great Bend, Kan. 

From 2009 until 2011, Ferguson was the
