Who are the participants?

Flutists ENTERING grades 9 through 12 are welcome to attend. Also flutists who just FINISHED grade 12 are welcome. Special age exceptions are sometimes made.  Flute Camp welcomes students at a variety of playing levels. We group students according to ability level so each person can get the most positive experience possible.

What kinds of things will be done throughout the day?

Activities begin at 9 a.m. each day and end at about 7 or 7:30 P.M. the first two days. There will be a final concert at 4 p.m. the last day. Students are kept busy throughout the day with a variety of activities. A lot of time is spent rehearsing with flute choir and small ensembles.  Lessons, masterclass opportunities and other activities specific to each person's abilities are also offered.

Will the campers take part in a performance?

A final concert will be presented by the flute campers on the final afternoon of flute camp at 4 p.m. This will showcase the work that was done in flute choir and small ensemble rehearsals. 

Who will teach at the camp?

Dr. Lunte will be the main teacher at the camp. She will be assisted by past and present flute students.
Sandra Lunte is Professor of Music at the University of Louisiana at Monroe, where she has held two endowed professorships and served on the faculty for 22 years.  She has won many grants and awards, including the 2005 Louisiana Division of the Arts Artist Fellowship. Dr. Lunte has presented recitals and masterclasses around the U.S. and has been heard twice on National Public Radio's "Performance Today." She has recorded seven compact discs with the National Flute Choir, available through ALRY Publications. Her CD, Montage- Four Centuries of Music for Flute and Harp, is released on the Centaur label.  Dr. Lunte has performed at many National Flute Association conventions and gave the world premiere of Chimera for flute and harp at the 2005 N.F.A.convention. She commissioned this piece from Gary Schocker and it can be heard on her recording.  In 2012, she won the Excellence in Teaching Award for all of ULM.  Dr. Lunte has taught many fine students who have won competitions, gone on to earn advanced degrees at prestigious universities and become successful music educators.  She is a Certified Laughter Leader and Laughter Coach and works often with her dog Jack, who is certified through Therapy Dogs International. She also runs All Hounds On Deck Rescue, a 501(c)3 charitable organization.
