What to Know Before You Go 
 

Date of Conference: Thursday, February 29th, 2024 
Check-in Begins: 7:30 am

Location:  University of Louisiana Monroe campus, Monroe, LA 
 
 
 
BUS PARKING 
Buses should park in the designated parking lots north of Fant-Ewing Coliseum and, as an overflow 
op�on, in the football/track parking lot northeast of the Coliseum [see the atached campus map with 
parking lots and buildings iden�fied]. 
 
From there, conference par�cipants can walk straight south down Warhawk Way to Bayou Pointe where 
they can check in for the conference and par�cipate in the Opening Session at 8:30 am. 
 
GENERAL PARKING 
For those par�cipants arriving at the conference in cars, please park in the designated lots between 
Bayou Pointe and Fant-Ewing Coliseum, just off Warhawk Way [see the atached campus map with 
parking lots and buildings iden�fied].  Make sure to print and then place the atached parking pass on 
your car dashboard as explained in the instruc�ons.  If you get to campus and have forgoten your 
parking pass, you may pick up an extra one at the event check-in area. 
 
WEATHER 
Please keep an eye on the weather.  If it looks like rain, please bring an umbrella as all ac�vi�es will carry 
on and there may be walking required from loca�on to loca�on. 
 
WHAT TO WEAR 
A�re for the conference is business casual or school gear with Educators Rising gear recommended. Be 
comfortable and make sure to wear your favorite sneakers – this conference falls on Leap Day, so we are 
celebra�ng this special day with some flair.  We’ve even created a Leap Day hashtag (#leapdaylearning) 
for the conference.  We encourage par�cipants to take fun pictures at the conference in your favorite 
sneakers. Par�cipants can post their pictures on Instagram using our hashtag, tagging

CHECK-IN 
Check-in will start at 7:30am at Bayou Pointe [see atached map].  Most par�cipants will be checked in by 
school group.  If you are atending the conference with a school group, please send one representa�ve 
from your school to the Group Registra�on table to check in.  If you are not registered as a group, please 
check in at the Individual Registra�on table. 
 
At check-in, you or your group representa�ve will receive bags for each par�cipant filled with fun and 
informa�ve merchandise, including a personalized conference badge, lunch �ckets, a full conference 
program, and a conference t-shirt. 
 
Check-in will be available at Bayou Pointe un�l 10am.  If you arrive on campus a�er 10am, please go to 
the School of Educa�on office in Walker Hall, Room 2-37 to check in.
