Secretary-Elect: The Secretary-Elect's duties shall be to act in the place of the Secretary of the Faculty Senate when the Secretary is unable to carry out any of the functions of the office of Secretary. The Secretary-Elect shall succeed the Secretary. 

Parliamentarian: The Duty of the Parliamentarian shall be to advise the President by ruling on the validity of the conduct of business at each meeting.  The Parliamentarian shall advise the executive body whenever requested to do so by the Executive Board.
