1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Senator Hilary Tice. The meeting experienced significant technical difficulties, as outlined in 3.

2. Approval of Minutes from October 16 Meeting
· Motion to approve: Senator McGuire
· Second: Senator Traxler (with Senator Walker also indicating support)
· Senators voiced approval verbally or by hand raise.
· Senator Nancy Carey clarified that her initial abstention was an error and voiced support for the minutes.
· Minutes approved unanimously. 
3. Technical Issues
Significant time was spent troubleshooting room audio:
· No audio output from room speakers with output from room podium PC.
· Attempts included volume checks, touchscreen controls, and Teams audio routing.
· IT recommended a full system restart, requiring temporary disconnection from Teams.
· After reboot, online participants continued to not be heard in the room.
· Meeting proceeded with senator Tice communicating comments made from online participants to those attending in person.
4. Committee Reports/Committee Chair Discussion
· An inquiry into chairs for each committee was made by Senator Tice. Senator McGuire mentioned he is chairing the election committee. Senator Rowley indicated he chairs the faculty welfare committee. Senator Comeau spoke on behalf of the academic standards committee since no chair has been identified and questioned what the committee charges are. Senator Tice mentioned the charges were previously posted.
· The discussion then turned towards the faculty handbook committee: 
· Senator Gregory Koers expressed support for Hilary Tice serving as a member of the faculty handbook committee. 
· Senator Tice mentioned that she has served as the Chair of the Constitution and bylaws (CBL) committee, and that finding a new chair for the CBL committee will need to be revisited due to the increased workload of adding participation in the faculty handbook committee.
· Senator JoEllen Showers voiced support for Senator Boldin filling the member at large position.
5. Fiscal Affairs Committee Update
· Committee membership confirmed.
· Committee charge includes:
· Meeting with administration
· Reviewing and reporting on the university budget
· Members noted this may become increasingly important given current institutional issues.
6. Unfinished Business
6.1 Potential additional amendments to the senate’s constitution and bylaws
6.1.1 ULS Faculty Advisory Council
· Discussion on adding language to Senate bylaws acknowledging:
· Participation in the University of Louisiana System Faculty Advisory Council
· Requirement that institutions pay travel expenses for representatives
· Most senators were previously unaware this council existed.
· No objections to forwarding the matter to the Constitution & Bylaws Committee.
6.1.2 Purpose of the faculty senate statement 
· Senators discussed adding this statement to the Constitution & bylaws
· Senators supported forwarding this to the constitution and bylaws committee. 
6.2 Updates to the faculty senate webpage
· Service collaboration opportunities link was removed
· Adjustments made to the meeting page were shared
6.3 CopyLeaks training
· Senator Walker mentioned to submit a request through the survey sent by Dr. Case-Hanks over University Week sessions.
6.4 Commission of Public Higher Education (CPHE)
· Overview provided of CPHE, a potential alternative accrediting body to SACSCOC.
· CPHE initiated by several states (e.g., Florida, Georgia).
· Comparison:
· SACSCOC: 109 standards
· CPHE: 24 standards
7. Open Meetings Law Requirements
Senator Tice presented a detailed overview of the Louisiana Open Meetings Law and its implications:
Key Points
· Violations may incur $500 fines per occurrence.
· Faculty Senate and all subcommittees may be considered public bodies.
· Voting must be verbal; no secret ballots or proxy voting.
· Informal polling of voting senate members not permitted.
· Executive sessions require:
· A vote to enter
· A stated reason
· 24‑hour notice to any individuals discussed
· Individuals may require the discussion occur publicly
· Meeting recordings must be publicly available for two years.
· Minutes must be posted for three months.
· Senator Boldin inquired about accessibility standards and Senator Tice indicated that posted materials will most likely need to meet ADA accessibility standards.
Concerns Raised
· Senator Walker asked whether the Senate is the only body required to comply.
· Staff Senate also received the directive.
· Senator Tice asked the Provost a clarifying question as to whether University committees, including the University council, will need to comply and the Provost indicated University Committees and University Council must also comply. However, it is unknown whether this will apply to college, school and program levels.
· Senator Boldin expressed concern that subcommittees may be unable to function under these requirements.
· Senator Comeau confirmed Senator Tice’s interpretation aligns with her experience chairing a state Medicaid committee subject to the same law.
Possible Future Meeting Logistics
· Where to meet for the remainder of the year?
· Senate must publish meeting dates and locations for the full year.
· Current room acceptable unless technical issues persist.
· Which senate officers are responsible for what?
· Who records votes: secretary is obvious choice.
· Determine and implement needed changes to ULM Faculty Senate website.
· How recordings and documents will be posted publicly.
· Establish standards for proceeding to be recorded, filmed, or broadcast live.
· How to designate press seating if needed.

8. Concerns over President and Provost
· This agenda item was presented at nearly 2 pm of the meeting which was the set ending time for the meeting. After finishing the open meeting law, senators debated whether to extend the meeting or table this discussion.
· Senator Tice indicated that the senate could meet in December to address this item if there was interest in doing so.
· Senator Walker recommended tabling due to time constraints.
· Senator Traweek recommended to continue the discussion.
· Senator Johnson recommended waiting until January because University Council guidance is still pending.
· Senator Traxler mentioned that she would need to leave the meeting, creating a loss of a quorum; therefore, the decision was made to table the discussion until the January meeting.
9. Adjournment
Meeting adjourned at 2:05 pm and with holiday well‑wishes. Next scheduled meeting: January 15.
